Proper disposal of Fats, Oils and Grease (F.O.G.) can mean avoid-
ing an unnecessary plumbing bill during the holidays.

Pouring Fats, Oils or Grease (F.O.G.) down the drain can lead to 
sewer overflows and backups. When washed down the drain, 
grease and oil can adhere to the insides of the pipes that carry 
the wastewater from homes and businesses to the sewer treat-
ment facility. 
 
Over time the buildup of grease can restrict the flow of 
wastewater, or worse yet, block the homeowner’s or utility’s 
sewer pipes. These blockages can lead to sewage overflows or 
backups in homes and businesses. It can also have an adverse
