Sludge storage area is getting full.  Hoping for a dry fall to allow product to be applied on the fields. 

Gary asked how hauling with SynAgro is going.  Randy reported it has been good.  Minor things but 
overall been going well. 

Old Business: 

Project update: Eric with Donahue discussed a few things with the design progress.  They are working 
on the structural, Grade and electrical items currently for the 0.5 phrase. The plan is to have things 
ready to submit to the DNR by the end September.   The hope is that DNR will have been able to review 
the plans by the end of the year.

Our fuel clause portion of the transportation agreement states that the base price for fuel 
is $3.009 and the transportation rates will be adjusted if the average cost for fuel goes 
above this base price.  This use of actual cost of fuel is a carry over of how things were 
done with Porcupine.  They would submit a sheet that listed all their fuel purchases and 
provide an average fuel price.   Synagro does not want to keep track of all fuel purchases 
in order to come up with a monthly fuel cost figure.    
 
Instead of using actual fuel costs, Synagro would like to use the price published by US EIA 
for the Midwest Region for the month the loads were hauled.  They have agreed to raise 
the base price to $3.162 we would agree to use the published US EIA price for calculating 
the rate increase.
