e Gary presented financial report as outlined in agenda packet. Billed revenues of $319,364.81
and monthly expenses of $317,262.11 M/S John/Steve — passed unanimously

Facilities Report:

e WCWSABS attorney is reviewing the contract that WCWBS has with each community to get a
better sense of how strong the contract language is in holding each community responsible to
the terms of the signed contractual arrangement. Randy will report back at a future meeting.

e Concerns from some communities about phosphorus being high in the returned centrate. No
source has been identified and will continue to monitor.

e Bills went out to communities for 2022 budget overage. Relatively small bills to true up the
budget.

Old Business:
e Phase 0.5 update — Project is underway and going well.

e Randy solicited bids from lenders to borrow just over 6 million dollars to fund the phase .05
project. The other 3 million will be coming from a Federal Grant and the reserve fund. 4
banks submitted proposals and the Board agreed that Midwest One Bank out of Osceola
had the best terms for the project. The proposal was 6.05% for construction loan and 4.8%
for the permanent financing. ...20 year amortization (which may need to be modified based
on the length of members contracts). The Board asked Randy to advance the discussions
with Midwest One Bank.

e Phase 1 update: No real update as the Board has asked to put phase 1 “on-hold” for now.



New Business:

e (Centrate chlorination for filamentous bacteria. Randy will continue to monitor this
situation and consider possibly chlorinating the centrate at WCWBS. Randy will
investigate further and report back to the Board.

On behalf of the City of Mondovi, | am urgently requesting an additional one {1) year extension of our
agreement scheduled to expire July 17, 2023. | did not expect to make this result, nor am | proud of it,
but due to unforeseen circumstances, we are desperately in need of reprieve in the form of a one-year
extension. As many of you know, the City is undergoing construction of a new wastewater treatment
plant that, once complete, will dramatically alter our need for acceptance and processing of wastewater
siudge. The under-construction project is scheduled to be brought online next month with volume of
matter sent to the plant steadily increasing into next year. The design of the plant involves spreading
sludge over specially designed reed beds, negating the need for consistent sludge hauling. Regrettably,
Constructed Wetland Group (CWG), the vendor the City was working with to design and plant these
reed beds, has just informed us of their inability to provide the necessary reeds this year. As we resolve
our legal matters with CWG, the City is unfortunately in the position of being unable to use the
constructed reed beds for spreading.

| understand the position this request puts the Commission in, but | plead for your consideration of the
City’s position. To avoid being in this position again next year, the City is working with a local
greenhouse to foster our own reed beds, in addition to partnering with another municipal plant to
harvest plants. This dual contingency plan will ensure another extension request will not be necessary.
Furthermore, despite our new plant coming online this year, our old plant will not be decommissioned
for at least a couple more years and the City would be willing to continue working with the Commission
following an additional one-year extension on an “on call or as needed” for any biosolids produced by
the old plant.
